What materials, techniques, and locations/facilities could you investigate to help develop your idea?

Approximately what type of products will you create (such as matted photos, a book or installation)? Be sure your goal is to complete the project by the end of March and to leave time for final refinement details.

What is a way your could “finish” and present  the work? For example, your goal could be to create:

Enlarged graphic design pieces that combine text and images



And/or installation/projection of electronic work

Note: Each student will hand in a DVD or CD ( and keep a copy) as well as turn in  a body of original work.

Each student will also keep a journal of various steps along the path of completing their Authentic Creative Vision project.

What experience do you already have with this topic?  These processes?  Is this a new direction?

Consider a second project that has immediate results if you are doing a more detailed long term project. If it is illustrated it could become your “companion” project.
