Photo Mentor Project

Part 1. Choose a photography “mentor” and write a 2-3 page paper.

Consider what type of photography or subject matter you are interested in learning more about. What era of photography intrigues you? Do you know of a specific photographer whose work you are drawn to. Please do not choose a photographer you have already studied before, pick someone fresh.

Choose an influential photographer, from any era. Discover what their work was about. Include elements such as but not limited to:

-What did they choose to photograph? (show us examples of their work- beware of google -images are often mislabeled ) Did he/she have a specific subject or muse?
-What was their work about and how did it influence others (examples)?
-How did they print their photographs? Color, Black and White, a specific process? And how did this add to the look or appeal of their work? 
-Where and when were they from, how did this place or time affect the art they made?
-Were they part of a larger group of artists working with the same style or issues? Who were some of their influences or contemporaries?

The paper should include a brief biographic summary including a description of the photographer’s main contributions to the field of artistic photography. It should also describe ways the photographer’s life and work inspired and influenced the student.	

In class, students will share good quality images by their photographer along with their own work. Each will present the images and important facts about their mentor and describe how they were influenced by the photographer’s life and work.


Part 2. Produce 4-6 original images influenced by your mentor’s style. You may use digital and/or darkroom processes to create your images. Images should be examples of your own creative vision, while embracing the influence of your photographic mentor. The idea is to expand both creative expression and a sense of interconnectedness in the world of photography.

Use this as a way to step out of your comfort zone and experiment with a new style of image making. Consider the quality and presentation of your work.
