Advanced Photography Process Demonstrations

Each Advanced Photography student will create and give an interactive 1-1.5 hour presentation, which incorporates demonstration of a photographic process or concept. In choosing an area of study select a topic you are curious about…use what you know about a process you are familiar with and/or are exploring now. You will lead the process demo and presentation… Next find an interactive way to share the information creating an activity to engage and support learning and inspire further creative investigations.

Steps for this assignment:
1. Write up a brief proposal listing elements you intend to introduce and the steps you will take to prepare. Consider what equipment or supplies you will need to purchase or borrow. You will meet with me briefly to discuss your idea and brainstorm.

2. Hand in an outline including the main points of your presentation at least 1 week (preferably more) before your presentation. Consider how you will engage student interest, and how you will make your presentation interactive. Examples: Lead a discussion of specific images, include related video, demonstrate the technique and allow students to try it themselves.
